During a recent tour of Tasmania, we came across a couple of unexpected echoes of
things musical that we had in our hands and voices during recent months.

Tasmanians do seem to make a habit of celebrating the historical significance of place
and time. Of course, many places take their names from English towns and villages
famous or obscure - and the little district of Chudleigh, lying strategically between

Sheffield and Mole Creek is just one example.  We often chuckle at the ascription of

"Jolly Roger" to one C.F. Chudleigh Candish, but nevertheless, the village of Chudleigh

is a real place in Devon, in the Teign Valley. Nearby stands the other village of Chud-

leigh Knighton, so the district is well provisioned with Chudleighs. It may well be that
The Candish in question took a third given name from his village, but perhaps more
likely, it could have been added as a pen name.

I would like to be able to tell you what a marvellous place is the Honey Farm nowa-
days, but like several places in Tasmania, the owners are tightening their belts, and it
was closed - on a Saturday of all days! We do remember it as a fascinating and edu-
cational place from a visit we made some years back.

The other memento we picked up on a walk around the streets of Hobart is the sign
marking the position and early history of Caldew Park. Of course, the significance for
us is the reference to the site as having been the location of the home of John
Woodcock Graves, the author of "D'ye Ken John Peel", which we have had such
pleasure in practising the four -part male choral arrangement - (!)
Tasmanians obviously march to a different drum from most communities on the
"mainland", where we have yet to find a historical marker celebrating a musical
history .
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
